GUEST SPEAKER
Neeta Sane, Trustee, Houston Community College, Division VII  Ms. Sane lamented the $30 million cut in the HCC budget for 2012 and the effects it has had on classes in the Alief campus, including HCC spitting into more districts.  She reminded people Alief residents that they are payingpay taxes to support the Alief campus and classes should be made available for Alief residents at that  their  campus rather than traveling having to travel all over the city to get the courses. This department works directly with citizens to solve problems, and is headed up by Catherine Flowers. Of particular interest to HOA’s may be the inspection & public services division which deals with overgrown lots, dangerous vacant houses, junk vehicles, barking dogs, and graffiti.
